WORLD POETRY DAY BOOK DISPLAY
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World Poetry Day

You can set up a poetry book display to
coincide with World Poetry Day, which is
celebrated on 21 March every year. You may
enlarge the poster on the reverse page and put
it up along with some sample poems.

To celebrate the occasion, students can create
poems during their library period. Alternatively,
you may provide some materials at the book
display for students to create their own poems.
Here are some suggestions:

NURSERY RHYME

Students can be asked to fill in the blanks of well-known
nursery rhymes. For example,

Little Miss Muffet

Sat on her

Eating her curds and whey

Along came

Who sat down beside her

And frightened Miss Muffet away

Students can create their own haiku based on a theme
(e.g. an ode to their favourite food)

Students can create their own acrostic poem based on a
theme (e.g. describe yourself by using the letters of your
name or nickname)
